1 round, 18 holes, best-shot with a partner of your choice. Entry fee per pair: 
Euro 10 (CHF 15.-), 100% payout . Open and mixed divisions. 
Holes # 2, 3, 4, 6, 7, 11, 9, 18, 20, 21, 16, 12, 13, 14, 15, 24, 26, 27 
 
3 rounds of 18 holes for all divisions. For each round : 
Pool A (max 90 players from the same divisions) 
will play 18 holes in a row. 
Pool B (max 45 players from the same divisions) will play 9 holes twice. 
When Pool A play 1 to 18, Pool B play 19 to 27 twice, and so on. 
So each player will play every hole twice during the 3 rounds. 
 
The Pool & groups will be available at the players meeting and at the 
organisation desk. 
 
The divisions will only be run if there are 4 or more players. 
The following divisions are confirmed : Pro Open, Woman, Masters, 
Grandmasters, Amateurs Open & Juniors. 
 
PDGA Rules - latest edition are in use. 2m rule is not on effect. 
The OB zones will be marked with wooden sticks. If there's none, 
the mark is made by barriers already present (walls, fence,...). 
The island (# 19) is marked with a string on the ground. 
 
There is 4 mandatories : hole Nr 2, 6, 13 and 16. You play from 
the drop zone with 1 point penalty if you miss them. 
 
Hole # 19 : 1st throw without penalty. 2nd throw missed, go to the DZ 
with 1 throw penalty. 
Hole # 26 : No OB in the forest on the left side. The next throw is played 
from the lie or re-tee. 
 
Two sound signals will warn you 2' prior the departure of each round, 
then one long signal for the start. Repeated long sound signals will 
warn you in case of interruption of the tournament due to dangerous 
conditions. Return immediately at the tournament center. 
For the 1st and 3rd round (mornings), please remind that the 2nd 
Pool starts 30' after the 1st (so there will be 2 times the start signal in 30') 
 
Sudden deaths are played to resolve tied results before finals or tied first 
places in all divisions. They are played on holes # 19, 20 & 27. If there is 
no winner, a closest-to-the-pin is played on hole # 1. 
 
Keep the schedule : Please respect the 30 seconds (801.03 Excessive 
time) and the 3 minutes (803.11 Lost disc) rules.

Finals will be played on 9 selected holes : 
For top 24 Pro Open players : golf start every 10' from #20 
Holes # 20, 21, 16, 12, 14, 15, 24, 26 & 27 
For top 8 Masters and top 4 for all other divisions (all together) 
Holes # 2, 3, 4, 6, 11, 9, 8, 18 & 19 
 
For Woman and Junior divisions : holes Nr 4, 24 & 26. 
Tee about 20m shorter 
 
Please respect it ! (have a look at the info board) 
 
The first player in each group is responsible for taking and giving back 
the scorecards at the organisation desk. They must be signed by 
the players and returned as soon as possible after the round. 
However, every player is responsible for the return of the scorecards in time. 
So please be sure that these have been turned in. 
 
Friday 19:30 at the tournament center (main building in front 
of basket 27, 1st floor). Welcome drink & snack from 19:00. 
 
Football fields may be used for practice (if no game is 
played). Other free spaces around for drives. Except the 
baskets of the course, there is just one free basket (start # 1). 
 
CTP is played on Saturday, during both rounds on hole Nr 1 & 22. 
 
Don't forget to note the time 
 
The prize money is minimum € 6'000.-- for Pro's only. 
Final purse will be announced on Saturday (info board). 
 
Pro Open Winner will receive the golden disc trophy. 
Other Pros' top-3 will receive trophies. 
Amateurs and Juniors will be competing for trophies or other prices. 
Other special prices will be distributed for other games (closest-to-the-pin,…). 
The hole-in-one pot will be shared between the 3 first (min. 60% for the 1st). 
 
Thursday & Friday, a shuttle will be organized from the airport to the 
course/dormitory for main arrivals (Time will be confirmed in 
the last email 3 days before the tournament). 
Please confirm your arrival time Sunday may 22th at latest. 
A shuttle will also be organized from and to the hotel IBIS Lancy & Etap only 
(no shuttle at IBIS Airport)morning & evenings. A schedule will be available 
on the information board. 
From IBIS Lancy, take the bus 2 or 9 (see last page) 
 
There will be spotters on certain holes, to prevent lost discs, check for 
OB's and mandos, as well as inform spectators. They have no official 
status regarding decisions and ruling. Decisions are taken by the group 
& Officials (Stefan S. and Boris L.).Play provisional throws if you need it

Lunches (CHF 12.-/day), player's dinner (CHF 26.--), dormitory 
(CHF20.--/night), ace pool (CHF 5.--) will be paid at 
the final registration at the desk. 
 
Breakfast & lunches will be taken in the room of the tournament center 
Breakfast Saturday (from 7:30) and Sunday (from 7:00) 
Lunches Saturday and Sunday : many salads, bread, chicken & potatoes 
and others (for vegetarians too).

Saturday evening, a dinner is organized at the restaurant of the 
sports center for CHF 26.- at 19:30. On the terrace if the weather is 
good… 
 
If you didn't book it, please sign up latest when you confirm your 
inscription at the registration desk. We would be happy if we all 
dine together this evening ! 
 
Please keep them clean. Leave your dirty shoes outside. They will be 
open during the tournament, so keep your values in the safe boxes.

Public transport : many bus stations close by the course. The downtown center of Geneva 
can be reached within 20’ with the buses. 10’ walk from all stops to tournament center. 
From dowtown, railway station, IBIS Lancy & Etap: lines Nr 2, 19 stop « Onex ». Lines Nr 
20 stop « Onex and « Edouard Vallet ». 
From the airport & IBIS Airport: line Nr 10 Stop « Onex-Cité or Evaux ». It takes about 40’.

To the course, by car : From the highway, exit "Bernex", then direction city on the Route de 

Chancy. When entering into Onex, a place with 2 churches, turn left. Go straight ahead 
direction "Les Evaux". 
From the City : direction Bernex, Lancy , Onex. On Route de Chancy, read above (and 
turn right !)
